Half of Americans plan well ahead for Super Bowl Sunday, usually before the final teams have even been determined. On average, Super
Bowl plans are made 41 days in advance. By comparison, New Year's plans are made 35 days in advance; anniversary plans are made 30
days in advance; birthday plans are made 25 days in advance.
